Ridley-Thomas said translators and disabled access for community residents are key
elements that every debate sponsor should be strongly encouraged to provide. ODebate
sponsors must provide maximum accessibility at debate venues in accordance with the
American with Disabilities Act (ADA). Debate sponsors should also provide sign
language interpreters and foreign language translation for residents in the debate
audience,O Senator RidleyThomas emphasized.

Senator Ridley-Thomas is chair of the eight-member California Legislative Black Caucus. He
chairs the Senate Committee on Business, Professions and Economic Development, Senate
Subcommittee on Economy, Workforce Preparation and Development and Senate Subcommittee
on Professional Sports and Entertainment.

Senator Ridley-Thomas is a member of the Senate Committee on Appropriations and Senate
Committee on Health. He also serves on the 14-member Joint Legislative Audit Committee of the
state Senate and Assembly.
